This manual is an integral part of your standing system and should be read

completely and thoroughly by anyone that will be operating the unit.

This will ensure the EasyStand 7000 is assembled properly and used in the most beneficial

manner. 

AMI recommends an attendant be present when the EasyStand 7000 is being

used.

Should any problem arise that you cannot solve by reading this manual, please contact your

local dealer or call Altimate Medical, Inc. at 1-800-342-8968 or 507-697-6393. You can also

email us at info@easystand.com.

It is important and necessary that you periodically inspect your EasyStand 7000 to assure  it

is in safe operating condition. Minor adjustments can be made by the operator. However,

replacement of worn parts, major adjustments, or any other important corrections should be

handled by an authorized dealer. Use only replacement parts approved by Altimate Medical,

Inc., to ensure safety and performance.

The EasyStand 7000 should not be used by individuals with paralysis of the upper and/or

lower body who have been confined to a bed or wheelchair for an extended period of

time without first consulting a qualified physician. 

Failure to consult a qualified physician prior to using the EasyStand 7000 could

lead to severe medical problems. We recommend that a good standing program

be established and supervised by a qualified registered physical therapist.

Introduction
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safety precautions

The EasyStand 7000 is designed to accommodate most individuals from 3'-4'6"
(91-137cm) and up to 100 lbs (45kg). If the child or the individual does not meet
these specifications and has not been properly fitted by a qualified therapist or
physician, Altimate Medical, Inc. does not recommend the use of the EasyStand
7000. 

Altimate Medical, Inc. recommends you consult with your Physician or
Therapist prior to starting a standing program. 

Check your EasyStand periodically to make sure all nuts, bolts, and adjustable parts are
tightened securely.

Never reposition the foot holders while you are in the standing position. Consult with your
therapist or doctor for proper foot placement and angle.

If the unit was exposed to temperatures of less than 50˚F (23.5˚C), you must allow the unit
to warm up to room temperature before use.

Use body weight to lower the seat.  Do not use excessive force.

The EasyStand is for indoor use only.

Extreme movement in the EasyStand may cause it to tip.  

If you ordered casters or the mobile option, you should always put the casters and/or wheels
in the locked position before transferring into the EasyStand.  Use these locks whenever you
want to keep the EasyStand stationary.

Do not use the mobile option on ramps or uneven floors.

Safety Precautions

1 Remove the parts from the box and
examine them.  You should have the
base, seating system, table, footrests,
one bag with front pad, wrenches, the
owner’s manual, and one bag with
knobs, seating system bolts, caps, and
quick pins. Also check for any special
options you ordered.

2 Attach the footrests to the seating
system legs.  The knobs must face 
outward.

3 Move the footrests halfway up the
legs and tighten the locking knobs.

4 Place the seat assembly onto the
base as shown. Tip the seat assembly
forward and insert seating system tab
into the slot.

5 Push firmly on front of seat 
assembly to place the seating system
tab into the slot.

6 Make sure tab fits firmly into the
frame slot. Insert the bolts from the bag
to secure the seating assembly to the
base. Tighten securely.

Warning: Failure to bolt unit 
securely will make the unit unstable
and dangerous to the end user.

7 Insert the H-frame into the base 
verticals. Place pins into bottom holes
to secure H-frame.

8 Insert the table into the verticals on
the H-frame.

9 Depress the spring button to 
continue installation.

Note: There is only one spring button.

The spring button will stop in the 
maximum height position.  Depress the
spring button again to lower the table.
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10 Screw the five-point knobs into the
table clamps on both sides and under
the table on both sides.

11 Remove the hex bolts from the
front pad and attach the pad to the
mounting bracket on the table.

Note: Mounting pad with the taller
end up, as shown, will allow more leg
room in the seated position.  However,
it may be inverted for your support
preference.

12 To attach the optional headrest,
remove both five-point knobs behind
the back.  Leave the back and the 
washers in place.

Affix the headrest and tighten the
knobs securely.

13 If you ordered the optional chest
vest, it attaches to the back using the
four slots shown here.  

Insert the strap ends into the preferred
slots.  Be certain that all straps “lock”
securely into place.

14 The bottom straps of the chest vest
attach to the slots of the back bracket
shown here.

15 When properly installed, the chest
vest should not have to be readjusted
when the user goes from sitting to 
standing.

16 Place caster adapter into base.
Tighten securely. Insert the endcaps
into the front of unit.  Tap in with a
rubber hammer. 

17 Congratulations!  Your Magician
Comfy Seat is assembled.  The picture
shown includes the optional headrest.

18 If you ordered the mobile option,
refer to the additional assembly
instructions you received.

The mobile option allows the user to
move independently while in the
standing position.  It can be added to
the Magician Comfy Seat at any time.



To adjust the seat depth and back angle
be sure the secondary locking knob is
loose. 

Important: This knob is a secondary
safety locking knob only; it must be
loosened to go into the standing
position.  If you are not in a multi-user
environment, this knob can be left in a
loosened state at all times.

To adjust the seat, depress the spring
button on the adjustment tube and
move (up to three increments) in the
intended direction. 

Loosen the seat depth knob and slide
the seat in the intended direction.

Repeat steps until the seat is in proper
position.

Tighten the seat depth knob securely
after desired position is reached.

Seat Depth and Back Angle

To enjoy all the benefits of the EasyStand Magician Comfy Seat it is important that
the unit be adjusted properly for the user.

Important: Always have your Doctor, Therapist or Dealer assist you in the 
initial fitting and adjustment of  your EasyStand.

For your reference, there is a seat
depth indicator window located under
the seat.

To adjust the back angle, be sure the
secondary locking knob is loose.
Depress the spring button on the
adjustment tube and move the back in
the desired position.

Adjust the back so the green angle 
indicator shows in the indicator 
window in the seated position.  

Note: Three angles (-5˚, 0˚, +5˚) are
available for each seat depth position.

Consult with your Therapist or

Doctor for proper foot placement

and angle.

Footrests should be raised/lowered so the

knee is as close to the seat pivot as

possible.

To adjust the footrests, loosen the five-
point knob on the side and move the
footrest to the desired position.  This
knob will allow adjustment in height
and plantar/dorsi.

Loosen the ratchet handles under the
footrest to adjust forward/aft and toe
in/toe out.  Tighten securely.

Important: Never reposition the

footrests while the user is in the 

standing position.

Footrests



The knee support should be snug

when the user is in the seated posi-

tion.  Adjust the foot holders so that

the user’s knees are as close to the seat

pivot point as possible. The knee pad

can be adjusted in all directions.

(If necessary, the knee pad bracket can

be inverted on the frame for further

adjustment.) 

Loosen the knob located behind each
kneepad to adjust height, width, and
swivel.  

Tighten securely.

Loosen the knob located under the
kneepad bracket to adjust kneepad
depth. If you have the independent
kneepads, each kneepad will have a
separate bracket and knob.

When in the standing position, the

front pad should support the user’s

upper body. 

Adjust the tray height and depth for

comfort.  The front pad can be invert-

ed as the adjustment holes are offset

allowing further adjustment 

variations.

To adjust the table/front pad position,
loosen the two knobs under the table.
Slide table to desired position and
tighten knobs securely.

To adjust table/front pad height,
loosen the two knobs on the table 
support bracket.  Move table to desired
position and tighten knobs securely. 

Note: When table reaches maximum
height, a spring button will catch on
one side.  To continue adjusting, you
must depress this spring button.

Tighten the table leg knobs securely and
carefully lift the table to remove it, or
leave one leg in as shown.

Note: An optional swing-away sleeve
is available for ease of use.

If more room is needed for 
transferring, the table can swing away
or be totally removed.

Pull the quick pins from bottom of the
table frame.

Warning: Never stand the user in
the unit without the table fully
installed and the quick pins in place.

To lift the table to the standing 

position, loosen the knobs on the table

verticals, lift the table to the

approximate height, and tighten the

knobs.  Slide the table forward slightly

and tighten the appropriate knobs.

Note: If the user is in a multi-user
environment or you feel that the foot
actuator button may get depressed
accidentally, tighten the secondary
locking knob on the side of unit.

Standing

To stand the child, press the button on

the base of the unit with your foot and

lift gently on the handles. You can

stop at any position.  After the user is

standing, you can readjust the table as

needed. To return to the seated posi-

tion, press the foot button while gently

pushing down on the handles.
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adjustments

• Clean the EasyStand with a mild non-abrasive disinfectant or soap and water.

• The covering of the seat, back, knee, and headrest may be removed and hand washed 

in a mild soap and water, and air dried.  Always use care when removing and replacing 

fabric covering.

• Periodically check your EasyStand to make sure all nuts, bolts, and adjustable parts 

are tightened securely.

• Store your EasyStand indoors at room temperature.

Do not use the mobile option on

ramps, uneven surfaces, or 

outdoors.

Before transferring the user into the

EasyStand with the Mobile Option,

make sure the casters and the push rim

locking mechanisms are in the locked

position.  Use these locks when you

want to keep the EasyStand stationary.
